Health. Service .Baccalaureate Program

Upon documentation of completionof the Associate of Science Radiation Therapy program at Ivy Tech
State College, graduates who have a cumulative grade point average of 2.0 will be eligible for admission to
the Baccalaureate Health Services program at the University of Southern Indiana, under terms of this
agreement.

(2) Graduates from the Ivy Tech State College Associate of Science Radiation Therapy program shall be
required to be subject to the same admission and academic policies as applicants to the University of
Southern Indiana Baccalaureate Health Service program.

(3) Ivy Tech State College Associate of Science Radiation Therapy program graduates admitted to the
Baccalaureate Health Service program at the University of Southern Indiana shall be awarded transfer
credits for courses as outlined in Attachment 1. Students must have earned a "C" grade or better for
courses to be eligible for transfer.

(4) The Ivy Tech State College Associate of Science Radiation Therapy program shall identify a faculty
member to provide guidance and counseling for students interested in transferring to the University of
Southern Indiana. This faculty member shall make known the conditions of this agreement to
students/graduates of the Radiation Therapy Program.

Each program retains the right to change its curriculum and agrees to inform the other institution’s
administration and program faculty of such changes as related to the conditions of this agreement.

(6) If requirements for graduation for either program change, the other institution’s administration and~
program faculty are to be notified and the conditions of this agreement reviewed.

(7) A maximum total of 64 credit hours may be transferred from Ivy Tech State College and other two-year
colleges/u niversities.

(8) This agreement shall be in effect Summer, 2005 and shall continue thereafter.

(9) If this agreement is modified or terminated, it is understood that students who have already transferred
to the University of Southern Indiana will have the opportunity to complete their program under the
conditions of this agreement.
